Committee Briefings
Here is a quick summary of recent work of some of the ASBD’s national
committees.

CONSENSUS COMMITTEE

This past fall, the Committee convened an expert Working Group, chaired by
Sheldon Feldman, MD, to prepare a statement on breast specimen
orientation. ASBD members had the opportunity to comment on the
statement in late November. The Consensus Committee is now revising the
statement to incorporate the numerous insights that the membership
provided with the goal of releasing a final statement in February.

SPECIAL POPULATIONS AND OUTREACH COMMITTEE

The Outreach and Special Populations Committee hosted a successful
reception for the 2004 breast fellows and fellowship program directors in
conjunction with the October meeting of the American College of Surgeons in
New Orleans. The Committee, chaired by Lisa A. Newman, MD, has also
begun content development of a series of articles on breast cancer special
populations with the goal of 2005 publication. In addition, the Committee
plans to enhance the ASBD’s website with a comprehensive listing of organi-
zations serving the special population needs of healthcare professionals and
their patients.

BREAST SPECIALTY TRAINING COMMITTEE

To encourage and cultivate the fellows participating in the 2004-2005
Multidisciplinary Breast Fellowship Program, jointly developed by the ASBD,
American Society of Breast Surgeons, and the Society for Surgical Oncology,
the Committee, chaired by Lisa Sclafani, MD, decided to offer complimentary
one-year membership in the ASBD to all fellows. In addition, to support their
professional development, the Committee wrote to each fellow to encourage
their submission of abstracts for the ASBD Symposium and to offer travel
scholarships and fee-waived registrations to the ASBD Symposium to up to
five fellows.

EDUCATION PROGRAM COMMITTEE

The Education Program Committee, which is responsible for all of the ASBD’s
educational activities, including meetings and publications, has been active in
developing new projects for 2005. As a result of the Committee’s hard work
and with the leadership of its chair, Debu Tripathy, MD, members will shortly
receive a newsletter tentatively titled Breast Cancer Updates that explores
current and emerging treatment options for patients with metastatic breast
cancer. To enable ASBD members to access timely information in person
without traveling to national conferences, two new series of regionally based
meetings are also in development for 2005.

Clearinghouse on Breast Disease
The American Society of Breast Disease has received a grant from the Susan
G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation to support the development and launch
of the Society’s Clearinghouse on Breast Disease (CBD). The CBD, which will
be launched this winter, will offer a comprehensive, reliable, online, search-
able resource for contemporary information on published consensus state-
ment and practice guidelines for benign and malignant breast disease. With
oversight provided by the ASBD’s Consensus Committee the CBD is planned
to be an on-going resource. Five Expert Working Groups are at work provid-
ing content in specific information areas related to breast disease for inclu-
sion in the Clearinghouse.

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As the number of ASBD members passed the
1,000 mark in 2004, the Society’s Board of
Directors recognized the need to better

understand the interests, expectations, and priori-
ties of its diverse constituencies. The Board and
the Society’s Membership Committee decided to
conduct a membership survey. The survey reached
members electronically between August and
November 2004. E-mail messages and ASBD
Advisor articles encouraged member participation.

The Board of Directors and ASBD national com-
mittees are now reviewing survey results to help
establish Society priorities and develop activities
for 2005 and beyond. We particularly thank
those members who provided their input in
developing the survey and those members
whose responses are summarized here. 

MEMBER DEMOGRAPHICS
Although the 9% response rate was lower than
anticipated, the self-selected sample compares
fairly well to the demographics of the membership
at large. ASBD members comprise an ethnically
diverse and experienced professional society.

More than 90% of members are located in the
United States. These professionals reside in 47
states, with nearly 50% of members located in
New York (134), Texas (118), California (109),
Florida (50), Pennsylvania (46), or New Jersey (44).

The growing roster of international members
involves clinicians in more than 30 counties
including Argentina (2), Brazil (9), Canada (11),
Chile (2), Colombia, Denmark, Egypt (4),

Germany, Greece (4), Hong Kong, India (2), Israel
(3), Italy, Lebanon, Mexico (4), New Zealand (2),
Peru, Philippines (4), Portugal, Saudi Arabia (2),
Singapore (2), South Africa, South Korea (13),
Spain (3), Switzerland (2), Taiwan (3), The
Netherlands, Turkey (2), United Arab Emirates,
and Vietnam. Currently, approximately 8% of
members live outside the United States.

WHAT DO ASBD MEMBERS DO?
ASBD members reflect the full spectrum of health
professionals involved in research, risk assess-
ment, screening, early detection, diagnosis, treat-
ment, and psychosocial/rehabilitation of breast
disease and breast cancer.

Surgeons (breast, general, or surgical oncology)
comprise the majority of members.

The next major constituent groups include medical
oncologists and radiologists, followed by patholo-
gists, and gynecologists. The remaining member-
ship is represented fairly equally by radiation
oncologists, oncology nurses, breast cancer advo-
cates, and health care administration professionals.

ASBD MEMBERS ARE
EXPERIENCED
The ASBD clearly numbers highly experienced and
knowledgeable clinicians and researchers among
its members. More than 50% of members have
been in their current specialty for over 15 years.
Strikingly, more than 60% of members have spe-
cialized in breast disease for more than 10 years.

Despite their seniority and years in breast prac-
tice, only 12% of ASBD members anticipate
retirement in the next 10 years, and more than
35% of members will be in practice past 2020.
Nearly 10% reported that they plan to remain

professionally active forever.

Data show that members also intend to remain
active in the ASBD as well. One-third of members
have been involved in the Society for more than a
decade, and greater than 50% have been mem-
bers for over five years. Current retention is
above 95%. And the word is out about the ASBD;
more than 170 individuals joined in 2004.

STAYING INFORMED
The survey invited respondents to share the ways
they receive information and practice updates. In-
person education remains important.
Respondents also routinely attend medical educa-
tion programs and symposia. More than 90%
attend at least two symposia yearly, and 41%
attend more than four per year.

Respondents regularly use the internet with near-
ly 90% engaged in e-mail on a daily basis and
almost 75% checking their mail three to five
times daily. Only 2% of respondents reported
using e-mail less than once weekly. (Note:
Members not regularly using the internet general-
ly did not complete the survey.)

More than half (56%) of respondents indicated
that they regularly read professional journals
and/or newsletters online.

ASBD SERVICES
An important goal of the survey was to gain an
assessment of the services that the ASBD pro-
vides its members, and to better understand the
services that members value most and those that
are less significant or effective.

Members were asked to evaluate ASBD print and
electronic communications, the ASBD website,
and the Society’s annual education programming.
For each service, respondents indicated whether
the service provided was Excellent, Very Good,
Good, Fair, or Poor. Respondents could also select
‘no opinion.’ 

Of ASBD print communications, Breast Diseases:
A Yearbook Quarterly and The Breast Journal
are clearly the most significant and highly valued
services that members receive with nearly univer-
sal approval and high ratings. The official
Membership Directory and the ASBD Advisor
were also rated as excellent or very good by 70%
of respondents. Respondents generally did not

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rate MAMM magazine as highly with 22% of
respondents unaware of the publication.

Of the Society’s electronic communications,
E-News – our brief monthly bulletin – was rated
as excellent or very good by four out of five
respondents. And 70% of those who participate
in the ASBD’s online surveys reported these, too,
as excellent or very good.

The ASBD’s website also received high marks
from those who had visited the site; more than
80% of respondents reported that the online
Membership Directory, specifically, was excellent
or very good.

WHAT MEMBERS VALUE AND
CONSIDER IMPORTANT
Respondents were asked to evaluate the impor-
tance of a range of ASBD activities. The most sig-
nificant activities to more than four of five
respondents were:

• Consensus Statements
• Access to Reviews of Consensus Statements or

Practice Guidelines of Other Organizations
• Supporting Breast Cancer Research
• Public Policy Positions on Practice Issues

Serving as faculty and outreach activities were
listed as least significant, although still rated as
very important or important by more than 50% of
respondents. The results suggest that current
ASBD activities continue to represent an appropri-
ate focus for the majority of members.

These data are consistent with the activities and
services that respondents reported were very
valuable or valuable to them in their professional
lives. When asked to assess the value of these
services to them, members noted the following
communications as Very Valuable or Valuable.

When asked how effective the ASBD was in pro-
viding these services, respondents reported the

following as Very Effective or Effective. These data,
although indicating that most respondents are
more than satisfied with current ASBD services,
provides opportunities for the Society to enhance
and enrich the services that it currently offers.

UNDERSTANDING THE DIVERSITY
AND STRENGTH OF THE ASBD
The scope of specialties and interests represented
in the ASBD’s membership comes to light when
respondents listed their other professional
involvements. In addition to their ASBD affiliation
– plus involvement in numerous state and nation-
al medical societies – respondents listed more
than 38 different professional societies in which
they held active memberships. In addition to the
ASBD, the most commonly held memberships
(mirroring the distribution of specialties within
the ASBD) were in the American College of
Surgeons, American Society of Breast Surgeons,

ASBD MEMBERS BY SPECIALTY 
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Ann D. Thor, MD 
Ann D. Thor, MD, experienced her first active involvement with the ASBD when
she was invited to serve on the faculty of the Society’s annual symposium. Her
extensive academic experience and involvement in breast pathology made for a
natural connection to the ASBD’s interdisciplinary mission. Asked what she val-
ues most about the ASBD, Dr. Thor notes that “the opportunity to work with
interdisciplinary colleagues and to discuss important clinical issues” provides
the greatest satisfaction.

Drawn to pathology by her research into the genetic nature of cancer, Dr. Thor
began her academic career with a BS degree with highest honors from the
University of California at Berkeley and an MD from Vanderbilt School of
Medicine, Nashville, Tennessee. After a pathology residency at Vanderbilt
University and a fellowship at the NIH/NCI (tumor biology and immunology),
she completed a fellowship in cytopathology and surgical pathology at the
University of California at San Francisco. She has also completed fellowships at
the Karolinska Institute (cytopathology), the Ludwig Institute (tumor biology),
and in gynecologic pathology at the Massachusetts General Hospital and
Harvard Medical School. She served on the faculties of Harvard University, the
University of Vermont, and Northwestern University prior to her current
appointment as the Lloyd E. Rader Professor and Chair of Pathology at the
University of Oklahoma Health Sciences Center.

A longstanding faculty member of the AACR/NCI Keystone course, Pathobiology
of Neoplasia, Dr. Thor has been a member of the Pathology B Study Section,
chaired the Pathogenesis Committee of the California Breast Cancer Program,
and has actively participated in numerous research committees and programs
of the NCI, CAP, US-CAP, and other groups.

As a departmental chair Dr. Thor’s time is divided between departmental
administration and oversight of all laboratory services, clinical care and
research. Her clinical efforts include predominantly breast pathology, participa-
tion in multidisciplinary breast conferences and care, review of selected cases
and consultations.

Dr. Thor commits much of her time to teaching resi-
dents and fellows, mentoring young faculty, teach-
ing graduate students, and administrative issues
relating to the medical school and the hospitals.
She particularly enjoys exposure to other institu-
tions and their faculty and students when she
serves as a visiting professor, which she does sever-
al times a year.

Because the middle child of her three children (a boy 13 and girls 12 and 10) is
very serious about ballet, Dr. Thor also actively supports the arts, particularly
ballet. She earned her way through college by teaching art and continues to do
oil painting and crafts in the rare free moments that she has. A special satisfac-
tion (and kick) for Dr. Thor is that several of her paintings hang in conference
rooms at the University of Oklahoma. Since she was raised on the top of a
mountain, when Dr. Thor’s family vacations, it is typically at the family cabin in
Northern California in the summer and skiing in the winter.

When asked to anticipate the most exciting areas of development in breast
disease in the next few years, Dr. Thor doesn’t hesitate. “Targeted molecular
therapeutics. As a pathologist, therefore, our biggest job is going to be bring-
ing tests on board to subclassify breast cancers to determine their molecular
fingerprints to qualify patients for treatment. Another important area will be
the study of drug interactions (including supplementation) that may affect
patient risk, prevention and treatment strategies. As a nutrition major in col-
lege I am particularly interested in the effects of isoflavones (or estrogenically
active proteins) derived from soy, flax and other foods. Because my research
focuses on estrogenic and tyrosine kinase related cell signaling, I have also
developed an interest in estrogen-like pathways from retinoic acid (Vitamin
A) and thyroid hormone.”

Dr. Thor’s passion for her work, her family, and her community are evident
throughout her busy day. The ASBD is fortunate that she has taken on the
Society’s agenda as well.

and the American Society of Clinical Oncology.

Consistent with this diversity of interests, the pro-
fessional journals read regularly (10 minutes
more per month) by respondents included a wide-
ranging list of more than 40 different scientific
publications. 

The five most regularly read journals on the list
(with the percent reporting reading them 10 min-
utes or more per month) were: Breast Diseases: A
Yearbook Quarterly (85%); The Breast Journal
(79%); Breast (59%); Journal of Clinical
Oncology (52%); and New England Journal of
Medicine (44%). The multidisciplinary content of

both Breast Diseases and The Breast Journal
clearly reflect the interest of ASBD members in
receiving valuable inter- and multidisciplinary
information.

WAS THERE SOMETHING WE
DIDN’T  ASK
The survey provided members with the opportuni-
ty to voice their opinions and provide direction on
issues that we may have overlooked in the ques-
tionnaire. The following represent the open-ended
responses.

• I would like more workshop options at the
annual symposium, or the ability to do more
than one during the program.

• Keep up the good work.

• I think that many oncology nurses and other
allied professionals would benefit from involve-
ment in the ASBD.

• I would like to see the ASBD in planning of
international meetings and courses in different
continents and countries.

• I encourage the ASBD to keep increasing inter-
disciplinary interaction.

• I would like more programming involving surgi-
cal issues.

• I would appreciate more information about
breast interventional procedures.

• I would like the journals to be a little more clini-
cally pertinent.
